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Dear Friends, 
Once again, the winds of 
change are blowing over the 
face of the world. By the 
time you read this, the dust 
may be settling over the 
s i g h t  o f  m a s s i v e 
demonstrations protesting 
the tyrannical rule of 

Mubarak in Egypt. I would like to share with you 
some of my reflections as our current events are 
unfolding. 

President Bush (43) launched an invasion 
against Iraq with the ultimate goal of creating a 
democracy. Many Americans share a deeply 
cherished belief that democracy is the best form of 
government. Our birth as an American nation was a 
struggle against the tyranny of King George. How 
can we not be impressed by the sight of millions of 
Egyptians assembling in the streets and squares of 
Cairo seeking their rights to vote in a government 
of their choice? Nevertheless, majority rule does 
not necessarily yield a bounty of blessing and 
freedom. Bernard Lewis, the great Arabic scholar, 
described Islamist democratic movements in one 
line: “One man. One vote. Once.” 

Indeed, as Jews we are especially aware of the 
dangers of democracy. After all, Hitler became 
Chancellor of Germany through a plebiscite vote. 
Hamas became the majority party in control of the 
legislature of the Palestinian Authority through 
democratic elections pressured by the Bush 
administration. 

So when does majority rule become a moral way 
of choosing governments? I believe the answer is 
that majority rule can only be moral in a culture 
where the voting citizens have a liberal tradition of 
honoring individual rights. According to a June, 
2010 Pew survey, only 27% of Egyptians surveyed 
back modernizers. Half of the Egyptians support 
Hamas, 30% support Hezbollah and 20% support 
Al Qaeda. 

The very essence of Judaism is a rejection of the 
concept of “more is better.” God says in 
Deuteronomy: “not because of your great numbers 
have I chosen you; but because you are the smallest 
of peoples…” in the Jewish legal tradition there is a 
“more” of quality that has greater weight than the 
“more” of quantity. 

Would you rather not have an ounce of pure gold 
than 10 ounces of silver and 100 ounces of copper? 
As this is true in the large-scale of geopolitics and 
history; it is also true in Jewish life as a whole. Think 
of all that Israel has become compared with the  much 
more massive demographic and territorial advantages 
of the Arabs that surround them. 

 More locally, we all have a desire for our 
synagogues to have many more members, and many 
more dollars; but we must remember that quality, 
value, and moral faithfulness is the core of our calling 
as Jews and as Jews  who are proud to be members of 
a synagogue.  

In the world that is often obsessed with quantity let 
us remember that the synagogue, God's home, is a 
sanctuary for the quality of moral fidelity. We are in 
the midst of the month of Adar which is dedicated to 
increasing joy in our lives. We increase our joy by 
focusing our energies on the values that enrich human 
life. We enrich our synagogue life by being faithful to 
the eternal human values that our Torah and heritage 
have bequeathed to us. We enrich ourselves whenever 
we commit ourselves to the gold of our values over 
choosing the path of inflated values that focuses only 
on “more is better.” 

I pray that God bless each and all of us with more 
of all that is good and  in the midst of bounty and 
abundance we still have the courage and fidelity to 
stand for the gold of spirit and values.

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Most Jewish libraries aim for more 
than a large number of books and 
over flowing shelves. It’s not the 
number of books that count but the 
content of those tomes. This month 
the subject will be children’s 
literature since ninety five percent 
of our readers are under the age of 
thirteen. And yes, there are some 

very faithful adult users of our facility. The 
Association of Jewish Libraries evaluates published 
books when they are about to reach the public. Their 
readers or evaluators always look for outstanding 
literacy and artistic quality. Another major concern is 
the Jewish content. Few books get an A+ for every 
criteria but the books recommended must meet the 
highest standards possible. Not too long ago, I wrote 
about deselection of library books. Deselection is 
clearing the shelves of either poorly written books, 
old and tattered volumes or items that are no longer 
relevant or timely.  

 It is essential that the story contains accuracy 
in dates, spelling identification of articles and most of 
all, facts. Stores and books should reflect careful 
research and that historical periods are correctly 
presented. 

 Age appropriateness is important for a book to 
be enjoyed and understood. Whether for pleasure or 
for a school project, children of all ages must be able 
to read and understand the words and ideas expressed 
in their literature. The stories need to be truthful, 
respectful, accurate and exciting. 

 In literature written for young people, Torah 
values should be a central part of each story. In other 
words, the story should have something Jewish to say 
to us. This requires more than a character having a 
Jewish name or the story having a sprinkling of 
Yiddish words. And yes, there are wonderful books 
that are just fun and delightful to read. They capture 
the child’s imagination and, well, the child laughs 
and enjoys the books. 

 I try very hard to provide the best books 
possible for our children, yours and mine.
