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Dear Friends: 
The most common question 
I am asked is 'Rabbi, will 
you please say a prayer for 
me?”  So, I would like to 
share with you a selection 
from my Journal of 
reflections on my own 
internal prayer life:

Shooting stars of pain radiated outward from 
my right temple. The intermittent bursts called out 
to have me seen by my all-knowing physician who 
has certainly seen it all.  He wants to rule out 
temple arteritis, which could result in a loss of 
vision.  My blood and urine are to be sampled, 
weighed and measured.  Pain takes a back seat as 
anxiety leads the charge.  How do I live without 
vision?  Now, I am actively aware of all charity 
envelopes that seek donations for the blind! 

One day of waiting to see the neurologist and to 
get the lab results.  Before seeing the “Nerve 
Maven” I seek out God.  I turn to him as the 
Maitre D' of the cosmos, and I tell God my wants.  
“Please don't use me to show off.  Please don't let 
me be an instrument for others to learn how to be 
gracious with disease and suffering.”  And so, I've 
given God the marching orders of the day.  I'm not 
exactly Captain Picard, so I add, “Please” before 
“make it so!” 

The neurologist examines me and declares that 
I test within normal limits.  Laboratory results 
declare the gospel of the absence of inflammation 
and infection.  All of the lab work is negative 
which is positive news for me!  The 
ophthalmologist also pronounces that all systems 
under his medical province are healthy, but my 

glasses need a stronger prescription.  What a relief it 
all is!  And the intermittent headache-attacks slowly 
recede as mysteriously as they arrived. 

I am grateful to God as my body returns to its 
usual aches and pains.  The attention to God of my 
gratitude for normalcy is not nearly as intense as was 
the attention I asked of God in giving him the order of 
my needs.  With relief comes inattention. 

How do I respond to the daily reality of being, and 
to the return of not being excited as I am now safely 
held in the unobtrusive embrace of every day life?  In 
crisis I easily turn to God for guidance and comfort.  
In insolvable problems God is my consolation.  In 
fear, when I do not feel securely held I reach out to 
grasp onto my Heavenly Parent. 

But what do I do when I am simply held, in the 
safety of the ordinariness of life?   I am invisibly 
nurtured by air, water, fire and earth, cradled by the 
constancy of family love, embraced by the fraternity 
of community, and supported by God's gifts of the 
Spirit.  Sometimes the ordinary hassles of life 
overwhelm the majesty of God's precious gifts.  
Between the agony and ecstasy, in the space between 
joy and suffering, one can be held without excitement 
and be bored by the lackluster and mundane dullness 
of daily life. 

This restlessness and dreariness can also be given 
to God.  My prayer of today is: 

To you, Hashem, I give you my day.  As you have 
granted me this day as a gift, I offer you my day in 
return.  My joy, my fear, my love, my wounds, and 
yes even the doldrums of my spirit, they come from 
you and I return them into your loving hands. 

I pray that Hashem bless you each day. May you 
feel that each and every day is a blessing.

Sunday May 1st 
As many of you know from doing this in the past 
with me, this event is personally worthwhile and 
beyond that, a mitzvah for the Holocaust survivors to 
see all of you- teens and parents.
